LITURGICAL REFLECTION

FR. TOM

Dear Parish Family,

In this week's Gospel passage, we are given a profound lesson in reconciliation
and the power of unity within our faith community. Jesus' words serve as a gentle guide
for us to navigate conflicts and disagreements with grace and love.

Private Reconciliation: Jesus begins by emphasizing the importance of direct,
private communication when a brother or sister sins against us. This step underscores the
value of preserving relationships and offering a chance for understanding and healing.

The Strength of Witnesses: If resolution isn't reached privately, Jesus encour-
ages the involvement of one or two witnesses. Their presence ensures fairness and helps
establish the truth. It reminds us that we're not alone in our journey; we have a communi-
ty to support us.

The Role of the Church: In more complex situations, Jesus suggests involving
the broader church community. This is not to shame but to seek guidance and wisdom
collectively. It shows the importance of our faith community in helping us navigate life's
challenges.

A Last Resort with Love: If all else fails, treating someone as a Gentile or tax
collector is not a call for exclusion, but rather an acknowledgment that there may be a
need for additional healing and guidance. It reinforces the idea that love should always
be at the core of our actions.

Heavenly Authority: Jesus imparts the profound truth that the decisions made
through this process carry heavenly weight. Our actions, guided by love and reconcilia-
tion, have significance in the eyes of God.

The Power of Agreement: The passage reminds us of the incredible power of
unity in prayer. When two or more come together in harmony, God promises to answer
their requests. It underscores the strength we find in standing together as a faith commu-
nity.

The Presence of Christ: Lastly, Jesus assures us that when we gather in His
name, even in the smallest groups, He is in our midst. This is a comforting reminder that
in times of conflict and reconciliation, His love and guidance are always with us.

As we reflect on these words, let us be inspired to nurture a community of love
and reconciliation. Let us be courageous in addressing conflicts with grace and wisdom,
remembering that unity, prayer, and Christ's presence are our guiding lights. May this
week be an opportunity for healing and strengthening the bonds of our faith family.

Estimada Familia Parroquial,

En el pasaje del Evangelio de esta semana, se nos da
una profunda leccion sobre la reconciliacion y el poder de la
unidad dentro de nuestra comunidad de fe. Las palabras de
Jesiis nos sirven como una guia cordial para navegar los
conflictos y desacuerdos con gracia y amor.

La Reconciliacion privada: Jesis comienza
enfatizando la importancia de la comunicacion directa y
privada cuando un hermano o hermana peca contra nosotros.
Este paso subraya el valor de preservar las relaciones y
ofrecer una oportunidad de comprension y sanacion.

La fuerza de los testigos: Si no se llega a una
resolucion en privado, Jests anima a que participen uno o dos
testigos.

Nuestras acciones, guiadas
por el amor y la reconciliacion, tienen significado en los ojos
de Dios.

El poder del acuerdo: El pasaje nos recuerda el
increible poder de la unidad en la oracién. Cuando dos o mas
personas se unen en armonia, Dios promete responder a sus
peticiones. Subraya la fuerza que encontramos cuando
permanecemos unidos como comunidad de fe.

La Presencia de Cristo: Por ultimo, Jesis nos
asegura que cuando nos reunimos en Su nombre, incluso en
los grupos mas pequeios, El esta en medio de nosotros.
